I know it is more comfortable there, but we need help out on the launch line.  And that goes for the private owners, too.  Nothing much more frustrating than seeing one plane about to launch, one on short final, one that just stopped well short, and another on downwind with half a dozen people sitting in the shade and talking. 

And for the rest of us, lets all chip in and help keep the place clean.  The bathrooms could always use a little help (I will be bringing some hand soap up there this weekend), the grass by the tower could usually stand to be mowed (Pat Ensign has graciously again provided us with a mower.  Lets try to see to it that he doesn’t have to spend every Saturday morning riding it to mow that grass!).  Have a few older bath towels at home?  Would you consider bringing them to Sunflower for our bathroom?  Take home and wash the towels that are there, and leave some others in their place.

2009 Flight Training Opportunities
 

Its been a long winter, and the Soaring Safety Foundation recognizes that means an increased risk as you returning to flying.  Minimize that risk by doing your first flight of the year with a CFIG.  The May 2nd First Flight day has been canceled, but we are planning on having several available CFIG's on May 9th.  
 

Every Saturday this season, a CFIG will be available for your flight training needs.  Frank O'Donnell, Andrew Peters, Mike Westemeir, Aaron Martin, Brian Bird and Ben Sorensen are here to help you complete the next rating, or brush up on some soaring skills.  Duty day is from 1200 to 1700, but if there aren't any students by 1300, they may not stick around.  Students, you can still arrange for flight training by calling one of the CFIG's before you plan to fly.
 
The Preflight

First a quiz:

Whose responsibility is it to determine if an airplane is airworthy?

a)
The owner.

b)
The AI who did the last annual inspection.

c)
The last person who worked on the airplane.

d)
The pilot who flies the airplane.

e)
The pilot who flew the first flight of the day.

The correct answer is d.  As with many of the FAR’s, the pilot has the final responsibility.  Also consider who will have the worst day if something on the airplane is not airworthy.  The pilot will have the honor of being first on the scene of an accident.

Now just what is a preflight inspection?  Just what it sounds like, a thorough inspection of the aircraft prior to flight.  A preflight should determine that there is no damage to the structure, all controls are connected and free, all pins and safeties are properly installed, and all legal paperwork is present.  

Lets consider a typical preflight:

First check the cockpit.  Make sure that the legal paperwork is present (the registration and airworthiness certificates).  Assure that all controls are free (in a two-place sailplane, make sure that the other seatbelt is secure and out of the way).  Check to make sure that there is not a grounded sign (club aircraft) and open the spoilers (if the aircraft has spoilers that will stay open).  Then starting at the front of the aircraft (I start on the left side) check the tow release and skid.  Look at the structure (fabric, wood, metal, etc.) for any sign of damage or deterioration.  Now proceed out the left wing, is the structure OK?  If struts are installed check them and the attaching pins.  Are there any bends or dents?  Are all of the safety pins installed?  Are the wing tip skids or wheels attached properly and without sign of abuse? (You did grab it and try to wiggle it didn’t you?)  Now proceed along the trailing edge.  Are the aileron hinges in good shape?  Look at the aileron control system (rods or cables); is anything loose?  Are there any signs of wear?  Note: Depending on the aircraft you may need to open inspection panels to see control linkages.  Now is a good time to check the spoiler system.  If the spoilers are not open have an assistant open them.  Check all pivot bolts or hinges and look at the controls.  Is everything where it should be with no sign of wear?  From here proceed to the side of the fuselage and look for any signs of wear or damage.  Now we can check the tail.  Are all hinge pins installed and safetied?  Are all control cables (pushrods) installed properly, without excess slop?  If the tail is removable, check that all attachments are properly installed.  Look at the tail wheel.  Does it spin easily?  Any sign of wear or abuse?  Now proceed up the right side of the airplane checking all the same items that you checked on the left side.  Any bolt that can rotate must have a positive safety device (cotter pin, safety wire, etc.).  Always check that bolts in the control system have the appropriate safety devices attached.

During the preflight check the pitot and static tubes and assure that they are clear; a bug or piece if tape can ruin your day.

Did you notice that at several points we checked for abuse?  In many cases damage can occur at locations remote from the location of abuse.  If a wing tip strikes a fixed object it may suffer only minor damage, but the wing attach fittings can suffer major consequences.  Remember, a 100 pound load at the tip can cause a 1000 pound load at the fittings (or more depending on the airplane).  Same with the tail wheel.  A hard strike may not show much damage at the wheel but may damage rudder hinges or other components in the rear of the airplane.

We have checked that the control surfaces are attached to the airplane, now we must check that they function correctly.  This is called a positive control check.  For this you need a helper, either to put control inputs into the cockpit controls or to restrain the control surfaces.  Rule number one is to communicate with the helper in terms that can not be confused.  If you are restraining the surfaces give instruction like “stick back”, if you are at the cockpit call “elevator trailing edge up”.  I start at the left wingtip and check the aileron.  Each control should be operated with moderate pressure (remember you are looking for bad connections).  There are several designs where the controls will move but will come disconnected when force is applied.  Now proceed to the left spoiler and put force against it in both the opening and closing directions.  Now proceed to the elevator.  Most rudders can not be disconnected, and thus can not be left unconnected, but you should check the rudder on occasion anyway.  Now do controls on the right wing.  Remember to note if the controls are moving in the correct direction.  One recent accident involved an elevator that was cabled in reverse, even though the pilot was witnessed doing a positive control check prior to the (short) flight.

Does this sound like a lot of trouble?  I have been flying at Sunflower since 1979.  In that time I have seen:  one case where a wing pin was left out (by good luck the pilot did not fly that day), one case of control disconnect in flight (no damage, just an outlanding), and three cases of disconnected elevators (major damage to each aircraft, but no injuries).  This list shows that we have had very good luck in terms of injuries.  Do we need to keep relying on luck?

This article can not cover every item on every airplane.  Get to know the airplane you fly and learn what to check.  The pilot’s operation handbook is a good place to start.  Also if you see something that does not look correct on another aircraft tell the pilot, you may be doing him a big favor!



                 WSA GLIDER CAMP PLANNING FOR 2009

We are seeking an expression of interest from potential students who wish to attend a training camp in 2009.  We are considering a camp on 15 through 19 June, 2009.  The usual group of instructors, ground crew, and tow pilots will be available. If you have friends who “…always wanted to fly a glider, but ….” perhaps the possibility of an intensive week-long training camp would get them started.  The camps are primarily intended for those seeking their first FAA pilot rating, but power pilots wishing to add the glider rating are also welcome, as are licensed pilots who have not flown for several years and who wish to resume flying. Students must be 14 or older, and have a valid student permit. 

We restrict camp sign-ups to four per instructor, or a maximum of eight.  The 2-22 and 2-33 are available for campers, and at least two instructors, a tow pilot, and an experienced ground crew will assist.  Informal ground school and training materials are offered.  There is no extra charge for the camp-just the usual tow fees and glider rental.
